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School Visitors and Employees
Visitors are welcome in VBCPS. For the safety and protection of students, all persons entering any school must sign in at the school o�ce and wear  
an identi�cation badge while in the school. �is includes school sta� and other School Board employees, parents and visitors. Trespassers are subject  
to legal action. School buildings and grounds are smoke-free at all times.

Student Conduct/Disciplinary Consequences 
�e school system’s Code of Student Conduct is distributed separately during the �rst week of school. It contains speci�c information concerning  
behavior which will not be tolerated, disciplinary consequences and expectations and rights of students. Both parents and students should read  
and understand its contents thoroughly. Disruptive students who interfere with the educational process and/or do not comply with regulations  
and procedures are subject to administrative action. 

Student Portal
Elementary school students have access to the Student Portal, an online resource that supplements coursework and promotes student pro�ciency in  
the use of online collaboration tools. Students with access to the Student Portal are provided with a student site which o�ers permanent �le storage  
space for the duration of their enrollment in VBCPS. Student Portal provides teachers the opportunity to extend the classroom through the use  
of class sites and can be accessed by students from school, home or any Internet connected computer by visiting their school’s website. Students  
are encouraged to use this resource for their electronic �le storage needs and as a means of interaction with teachers on class websites. 

Textbooks
Free textbooks are provided for use during the school year. If parents prefer to buy new texts for students in �rst through �fth grade, order forms  
are available in the o�ce upon request. �e school does not sell or buy used texts. Students are expected to care for the books they receive. Fees may  
be assessed for damaged or lost books.

Transfers
Parents of students withdrawing from school should contact the o�ce at least two days prior to the last day of attendance. �is allows time for  
completion of records, return of books and completion of the transfer form. Parents may pick up the transfer form from the o�ce on the student’s  
last day or it may be sent home with the student upon request. All accounts with the school should be settled prior to the transfer.
